Accordingly, thou hast become a 

star for the universe, sparkling with miracles. Therefore, O righteous Father Theodosios, inter-

cede with Christ God to save our souls. 

APOLYTIKION OF THE THEOPHANY OF CHRIST IN TONE ONE 

Both now and ever, and unto ages of ages. Amen. 

When Thou, O Lord, wast baptized in the Jordan, worship of the Trinity wast made manifest; for 

the voice of the Father bore witness to Thee, calling Thee His beloved Son. And the Spirit in the 

likeness of a dove confirmed the truth of His word. O Christ our God, Who hath appeared and 

enlightened the world, glory to Thee. 

THE DISMISSAL 

Choir: Preserve, O God, the holy Orthodox faith and all Orthodox Christians, unto ages of ages.

Leader: O Thou Who deigned to be baptized by John in the Jordan for our salvation, and rose 

again from the dead, Christ our true God, through the intercessions of his all-immaculate and all-

blameless holy Mother; of our venerable and God-bearing fathers; of the Holy Myrrh-Bearer 

Mary Magdalene and Equal to the Apostles, protector of this community; of our Righteous Father 

Theodosios the Great, the head of monasteries (Cenobiarch) in Palestine; ((Venerable Theodo-

sios of Philotheou monastery on Athos; Venerable Agapios of Apamea in Syria; and Venerable 

Michael of Klops, fool-for-Christ)),  whose memory we celebrate today, and of all the saints: have 

mercy on us, and save us, for Thou art good and lovest mankind. 

Then, facing the icon of Christ, on the iconostasis, the Leader says: 

Leader: Through the prayers of our holy fathers, Lord Jesus Christ our God, have mercy on us, 

and save us.
