• I poured out my supplication before Him; I showed before Him my trouble. 

• When my spirit was overwhelmed within me, then Thou knewest my path. 

• In the way wherein I walked have they secretly laid a snare for me. 

• I looked on my right hand, and beheld, but there was no man that would know me. 

• Refuge failed me; no one cared for my soul. 

• I cried unto Thee, O Lord; I said: Thou art my refuge and my portion in the land of the living.

For the Resurrection in Tone Eight

He did suffer crucifixion and death; and by 

His Resurrection He hath saved man dead of old. 

Verse 6. If Thou, O Lord, shouldest mark iniquities, O Lord, who shall stand? For with Thee 

there is forgiveness. 

Let us glorify Thy Resurrection from the dead, O Christ, by which Thou didst free the race of 

Adam from the usurpation of Hades. And since Thou art God, Thou hast granted the world eternal 

life and the Great Mercy. 

Verse 5. Because of Thy name have I waited for Thee, O Lord; my soul hath waited upon Thy 

word, my soul hath hoped in the Lord.

THE PARAMIA 

Reader: The Reading is from the Book of Proverbs (10:7, 6; 3:13-16; 8:6, 34-35, 4, 12, 14, 17, 

5-9; 1:23; 15:4). 

The memory of the just is praised; but the name of the ungodly is extinguished. The blessing of 

the Lord is upon the head of the just: but untimely grief shall cover the mouth of the ungodly. 

Blessed is the man who has found wisdom, and the mortal who knows prudence. For it is better 

to traffic for her, than for treasures of gold and silver. And she is more valuable than precious 

stones: no evil thing shall resist her. Wisdom is well known to all that approach her, and no 

precious thing is equal to her in value. For length of existence and years of life are in her right 

hand; and in her left hand are wealth and glory. Out of her mouth proceeds righteousness and she 

carries law and mercy upon her tongue. Hearken to me; for I will speak solemn truths; and will 

produce right sayings from my lips. Blessed is the man who shall hearken to me, and the mortal 

who shall keep my ways; watching daily at my doors, waiting at the posts of my entrances. For 

my outgoings are the outgoings of life, and in them is prepared favor from the Lord. Ye, O men, 

I exhort; and utter my voice to the sons of men. I, wisdom, have dwelt with counsel and 

knowledge, and I have called upon understanding. Counsel and safety are mine; prudence is mine, 

and strength is mine. I love those that love me; and they that seek me shall find me. O ye simple, 

understand subtlety, and ye that are untaught, imbibe knowledge. For my throat shall meditate 

truth; and false lips are an abomination before me. All the words of my mouth are in righteous-

ness; there is nothing in them wrong or perverse. They are all evident to those that understand, 

and right to those that find knowledge. Behold, I will bring forth to ye the utterance of my breath, 

and I will instruct ye in my speech. The wholesome tongue is a tree of life, and he that keeps it 

shall be filled with understanding. 

 

Reader: The Reading is from the Wisdom of Solomon (4:7-15). 

The righteous man, though he die early, will be at rest. For old age is not honored for length of 

time, nor measured by number of years; but understanding of grey hair for men, and a blameless 

life is ripe old age. There was one who pleased God and was loved by him, and while living 

among sinners he was taken up. He was caught up lest evil change his understanding or guile 

deceive his soul. For the fascination of wickedness obscures what is good, and roving desire 

perverts the innocent mind. Being perfected in a short time, he fulfilled long years; for his soul 

was pleasing to the Lord, therefore he took him quickly from the midst of wickedness. Yet the 

peoples saw and did not understand, nor take such a thing to heart, that God’s grace and mercy 

are with his elect, and he watches over his holy ones. 

 

Reader: The Reading is from the Wisdom of Solomon (Prov. 10:31-32; 11:4, 7, 19; 13:2, 9; 

8:17; 15:2; 14:33; 22:11; Eccl. 8:1; Wis. 6:13, 12, 14-16; 7:30; 8:2-4, 7-9, 17-18, 21; 9:1-5, 10-

11, 14). 

The mouth of the righteous brings forth wisdom, but the perverse tongue will be cut off. The 

lips of the righteous know what is acceptable, but the mouth of the wicked, what is perverse. 

Riches do not profit in the day of wrath, but righteousness delivers from death. When the wicked 

dies, his hope perishes, and the expectation of the godless comes to naught. He who is steadfast 
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in righteousness will live, but he who pursues evil will die. From the fruit of his mouth a good 

man eats good, but the desire of the treacherous is for violence. The light of the righteous rejoices, 

but the lamp of the wicked will be put out. I love those who love me, and those who seek me 

diligently find me. The tongue of the wise dispenses knowledge, but the mouths of fools pour out 

folly. Wisdom abides in the mind of a man of understanding, but it is not known in the heart of 

fools. He who loves purity of heart, and whose speech is gracious, will have the king as his friend. 

Who is like the wise man? And who knows the interpretation of a thing? A man’s wisdom makes 

his face shine, and the hardness of his countenance is changed. She hastens to make herself known 

to those who desire her. Wisdom is radiant and unfading, and she is easily discerned by those 

who love her, and is found by those who seek her. He who rises early to seek her will have no 

difficulty, for he will find her sitting at his gates. To fix one’s thought on her is perfect under-

standing, and he who is vigilant on her account will soon be free from care, because she goes 

about seeking those worthy of her, and she graciously appears to them in their paths, and meets 

them in every thought. For it is succeeded by the night, but against wisdom evil does not prevail. 

I loved her and sought her from my youth, and I desired to take her for my bride, and I became 

enamored of her beauty. She glorifies her noble birth by living with God, and the Lord of all loves 

her. She is an initiate in the knowledge of God, and an associate in His works. And if anyone 

loves righteousness, her labors are virtues; for she teaches self-control and prudence, justice and 

courage; nothing in life is more profitable for men than these. And if anyone longs for wide 

experience, she knows the things of old, and infers the things to come; she understands turns of 

speech and the solutions of riddles; she has foreknowledge of signs and wonders and of the out-

come of seasons and times. Therefore I determined to take her to live with me, knowing that she 

would give me good counsel and encouragement in cares and grief. When I considered these 

things inwardly, and thought upon them in my mind, that in kinship with wisdom there is immor-

tality, and in friendship with her, pure delight, and in the labors of her hands, unfailing wealth, 

and in the experience of her company, understanding, and renown in sharing her words, I went 

about seeking how to get her for myself. But I perceived that I would not possess wisdom unless 

God gave her to me—and it was a mark of insight to know whose gift she was—so I appealed to 

the Lord and besought Him, and with my whole heart I said: “O God of my fathers and Lord of 

mercy, Who hast made all things by Thy word, and by Thy wisdom hast formed man, to have 

dominion over the creatures Thou hast made, and rule the world in holiness and righteousness, 

and pronounce judgment in uprightness of soul, give me the wisdom that sits by Thy throne, and 

do not reject me from among Thy servants. For I am Thy slave and the son of Thy maidservant, 

a man who is weak and short-lived, with little understanding of judgment and laws; Send her 

forth from the holy heavens, and from the throne of Thy glory send her, that she may be with me 

and toil, and that I may learn what is pleasing to Thee. She knows and understands all things, and 

she will guide me wisely in my actions and guard me with her glory. The reasoning of mortals is 

worthless, and our designs are likely to fail.”

Wherefore, as thou receivest our praises, O divine harp, O wakeful eye, O 

shepherd of shepherds, O hunter of the wolves, O Theologian, earnestly intercede with the Word 

in behalf of our souls.

Leader: Lord, now lettest thou Thy servant depart in peace, according to Thy word; for mine eyes 

have seen Thy salvation, which Thou hast prepared before the face of all people, a light to lighten 

the Gentiles and the glory of Thy people Israel.

People: Holy God, Holy Mighty, Holy Immortal: have mercy on us. (Thrice)

All-holy Trinity, have mercy on us. Lord, cleanse us from our sins. Master, pardon our iniqui-

ties. Holy One, visit and heal our infirmities for thy Name’s sake.

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit. 

The shepherd’s pipe of thy theology conquered the trumpets of the philosophers; for since thou 

didst search out the depths of the Spirit, beauty of speech was added to thee. But intercede with 

Christ God, O Father Gregory, that our souls be saved. 

RESURRECTIONAL THEOTOKION IN TONE ONE 

Both now and ever, and unto ages of ages. Amen. 

As Gabriel cried unto thee, “Hail, O Virgin,” with that cry did the Lord of all become incarnate 

in thee, O holy ark, as spake the righteous David; and Thou wast revealed, as more spacious than 

the heavens, in that thou bore thy Creator. Wherefore, glory to Him Who abode in thee; glory to 

Him Who came from thee; glory to Him, Who through thy birth-giving hath set us free.

Leader: O Thou Who rose again from the dead, Christ our true God, through the intercessions of 

his all-immaculate and all-blameless holy Mother; of our venerable and God-bearing fathers; of 

the Holy Myrrh-Bearer and Equal to the Apostles Mary Magdalene, protector of this community; 

of our father among the saints Gregory the Theologian, archbishop of Constantinople; ((Vener-

able Demetrios the sacristan; and New-martyr Auxentios of Constantinople)), whose memory we 

celebrate today, and of all the saints: have mercy on us, and save us, for Thou art good and lovest 

mankind. 

Then, facing the icon of Christ, on the iconostasis, the Leader says: 

Leader: Through the prayers of our holy fathers, Lord Jesus Christ our God, have mercy on us, 

and save us.
